ITINERARY 
 

DEPARTURE, THURSDAY  

 
 

• Depart from the USA for your Jewish Heritage Israel Tour 
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DAY 1, FRIDAY 

 
 

• Upon arrival at Ben Gurion Airport, proceed to the arrival hall.   
• Transfer to your hotel in Tel Aviv.

DAY 2, SATURDAY

• Explore the city, enjoy a café, meet up with friends! 
 
Overnight Tel-Aviv. 
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DAY 3, SUNDAY  

 
 

• Ride along the coast north to the beautiful Caesarea, once the Roman capital of the region; View the 
excavations of the Crusaders' city, the aqueduct, and the Amphitheatre that has been restored as a 
concert venue comparable in performers and musicians to Madison Square Garden or Carnegie Hall in 
NYC.  

• Proceed to Haifa for breathtaking views of the golden-domed Bahai Shrine and lush gardens overlooking 
Haifa Bay.  

• Enjoy a drive to Acre (Akko), the Old City recognized by UNESCO as a world heritage site; walk through 
the old port and local market. 

• Continue to Beit Shearim; another UNESCO World Heritage site renowned for its extensive Jewish 
necropolis and intricate catacombs.  

Overnight at a Kibbutz guesthouse. 
 
DAY 4, MONDAY 

 
 

• Walk the spectacular narrow alleyways and a picturesque Artists' quarter in Safed (Tzfat), one of the four 
holy cities in Israel. Visit the Caro and Ari synagogues. 

• Enjoy an adventurous Jeep tour at the foot of the Golan Heights. 
• Continue to the Golan Heights; for a magnificent observation point with sweeping views of Quneitra and 

the Syrian territory. 
• Conclude the day at Tel Faher, a former Syrian outpost from the Six-Day War, offering poignant insights and 

spectacular views of the Upper Galilee. 
 

Overnight Kibbutz guesthouse. 
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DAY 5, TUESDAY 
 

 
• Visit Hamat Tiberias, a National Park displaying one of the most spectacular mosaics of an ancient 

synagogue in Israel. Also famous for its ancient therapeutic hot springs known for centuries as a place of 
relaxation and rejuvenation;  

• Continue through the Jordan valley to Beit Shean, known as "Scythopolis", and see the fascinating 
excavated remains from the Roman and Byzantine periods.  

• Drive through the Jordan Valley, with a stop at the Jordan Valley Brigade Monument, and then onto 
Jerusalem; Stop at Mount Scopus for a blessing as you enter the city. 

 
Overnight Jerusalem. 
 
 
DAY 6, WEDNESDAY  

 
 

• Visit the Tomb of King David on Mt. Zion.   
• Walkthrough the Jewish Quarter of the Old City of Jerusalem. See the Cardo - the heart of the ancient 

Roman City, visit the four Sephardic Synagogues restored after the 1967 war, tour the Western Wall 
Tunnels, leave notes at the Kotel, and visit the archaeological park at Davidson Center;  

• Walkthrough the colorful local bazaar toward the Tower of David Museum that presents the history of 
Jerusalem and ancient remains of the city beginning with the first temple period.  

 
Overnight Jerusalem. 
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DAY 7, THURSDAY 

 
 

• Drive to the The Israel Museum and explore the Shrine of the Book where the Dead Sea scrolls are 
housed, and the Holy Land Model, a miniature replica of Jerusalem as it was during the second temple 
period.  

• Proceed to Mount Herzl, named after the founder of modern Zionism, to pay your respects. Continue to 
Yad Vashem - the museum that tells the stories of the Holocaust and commemorates the lives of those 
who perished and survived its atrocities. 

• Dive deeper into Jerusalem's history with a tour of its vibrant New City neighborhoods. Wander through 
narrow alleys, listen to captivating tales, and uncover the rich tapestry of the city's past that shaped its 
foundations.  

Overnight Jerusalem. 
 

DAY 8, FRIDAY  
 

 
• Drive through the Judean desert to the Dead Sea-the lowest point on earth. Begin your adventure with a 

visit to the ancient synagogue at Ein Gedi, where intriguing tales of the town's secrets await. 
• Ascend Masada by cable car and tour the mountain fortress built by King Herod, where the Zealots 

made their last stand against the Romans. Visit the remains of the walls, palaces, synagogue, and 
bathhouse. Descend by cable car. 

• Next, stop for a “Lunch and Swim” at the spa facilities in one of the leading hotels in the area and enjoy a 
float in the mineral-rich Dead Sea.
